	“Overall, VRC 42 is on track. We have signed the contract for the
hotel and a payment of $2823.43 each month for the hotel. We
have continued to reach out to the regional treasurer as we
need money. Our current account balance is $7416.57 and we
are waiting on $2823.43 to be withdrawn from the account to
pay the hotel. One of our big concerns is hearing that the non-
profit status has lapsed and we will not be eligible for the tax
exemption. Craig addressed this during region, and said he
should be able to get the information for the tax exemption in
the near future. This is a huge issue monetarily, as well as
liability-wise. Our vice treasurer stepped down due to this. Due
to the vacant fundraising chair position, the committee as a
whole is coming together to work on fundraising. We have been
working with the home groups in the area on helping to put on
fundraisers as well as ask the region to take this back to their
home groups to ask if anyone has interest in putting on a
fundraiser for VRC 42.
